UPDATE FROM THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
The Board of Directors met in closed session on Sunday, March 30, 2008 at 10:00 am in Ginger’s Café. The Board discussed the status of the Time Warner Cable Project and the Wireless Internet. Both projects are scheduled for completion by the first of May. Once the wireless is in place every Homeowner will receive their individual password. At that time the service will be widespread throughout Summer Winds. The Board noted that there will not be an added cost to the Homeowners for the wireless or the cable wiring upgrade. It will continue to be covered in the monthly dues assessment.
The Directors met with Mr. Wayne Zeigler of Wastewater Innovations, Inc. Mr. Zeigler’s company was hired by Mr. Marvin Shearin of The Nautical Club to design the new Waste Treatment Plant that will jointly service Summer Winds and the first phase of the Nautical Club. It was noted that the new system would be state of the art, fit the same footprint as the existing plant, emit no odors and had a thirty year life expectancy. It will be installed in two phases on the Summer Winds property with the first phase of installation tentatively scheduled to start in July or August. We have been assured that at no time in the process will Summer Winds be without continued use of the facility. Mr. Zeigler assured the Board that they would be available at any time to answer questions and address concerns.
The Board was informed that SKA had conducted a pre-construction meeting on Thursday, March 27 with Ward Waterproofing, Dale Williford and Kent Yarborough. The scope of the Sliding Glass Door and Window Project for the two mock ups was reviewed. It was noted that the doors and windows had been ordered and were scheduled to arrive on the site during the week of April 28th. Mr. Ward’s crew will consist of approximately eight crewmen who will be on the property at some point during the week of April 15th. Plans allow for the crew to work from 8:00 am until 5:00 pm (or longer if needed) Monday through Friday. Should it become necessary for whatever reason Ward’s Waterproofing will be allowed to work on the weekend. The majority of the project should be completed by May 16th. 
The Board adjourned at approximately 12:15 pm and then reconvened at 12:55pm for the open Homeowners meeting. There were approximately forty homeowners present for the open meeting. Various information was handed out and owners were given the opportunity to ask questions and participate in general discussion.
Included in the newsletter is the Executive Director’s Report.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
The repairs to every stairwell at Summer Winds have completed. Lesco Restorations was the contractor for these repairs. SKA has recommended a coating that will protect against rust and enhance the life of the recent repairs. It is a very time consuming process but we plan to coat all the stairwells eventually. Our maintenance staff is still working on cleaning and priming the stairwells in the "C" bldg. This is weather sensitive and requires warm non windy days to paint. We hope to complete all stairwells in the “C” building before Memorial Day.

Four additional concrete tables and benches have been ordered and will be delivered in May. One of the two wooden picnic tables will be placed at the grill area near the Sports Complex and the other one will be placed near the basketball court.

Two of the new concrete tables will go into the triangle grilling area, one at the grill area near the “C” building and the other at the “B” building grill area. The metal grills have been cleaned and repainted!

 All wooden trash can holders that go at the grill areas and at the beach access have been replaced with new custom built holders and metal liners. The rotten wooden table that covers the transformer box at the “B” pool has been replaced with a custom built table that will now seat eight people.

All outdoor pool chairs and loungers have been restrapped, cleaned and placed back in the pool areas. Table umbrellas will be supplied by Bogue Banks Beach Gear and Linens this year. They have agreed to accept the responsibility of putting the umbrellas out each morning and taking them in each evening. They will also be on the beach offering their regular summer rentals.

The outdoor kiddie’s pool and the “A” pool have both been repaired and completely repainted. The outdoor hot tubs have been cleaned and reconditioned.

The indoor pool and hot tub have been drained, cleaned and repainted. The indoor decking around the pool has been cleaned and painted. Various improvements have been made to all the pools and hot tubs as required by the State. All automatic chemical feeders have been serviced and are fully operational. The outdoor pump rooms have been brought up to the new code with exhaust systems and water soluble fire extinguishers and other safety items.

Signage is in place as required. 

The Annual pool inspection will take place by Tuesday, April 8, 2008.

All maintenance personnel, Mike Marsh, Keith Ripley, Jamie Henderson and Dale Williford have been schooled and passed the state test to become Certified Pool Operators!

Atlantic Builders, Inc. local contractors have been hired to renovate the three beach accesses. They have started at the “B” access and will work towards the “C”. The steps at “B” and” will be widened and will not be as steep as they were. The showers at “A” and” will be relocated to the middle landing in an effort to prevent spray on people sitting on the top deck. This work should be complete by mid May. At that time we will edge the steps in bright yellow as we do every year.

 New flooring for all elevators is here. The Maintenance Staff will install the tile once the weather gets warm and stays warm. This is necessary for the glue that is applied!

Grand Strand Pine Straw and Landscaping will be delivering and installing the annual pine straw the week of April 15th. This will be the long leaf pine straw with the golden color. Prior to the installation of the straw the beds will be edged out in order to tuck in the straw. Approximately 1200 bales will be installed. Extra straw will be purchased and used as needed.

Heavy pruning and yard cleaning has been done prior to the placement of the pine straw.

Areas along the  far west side of the “B” building and the Far East side of the “C” building have been cleaned out and renovated.

We are looking into purchasing additional plants for installation in the areas across the parking lot side of the buildings.

Included in this report is a memo from Clark Cable regarding the wiring that they have done here at Summer Winds. Plans are underway for the installation of the wireless internet. I have not received information as to the exact completion date.

There was a preconstruction meeting with Wards Waterproofing and SKA on March 27, 2008. The tentative start date for the mock up on Units 105 and 230 is scheduled for Monday,April 14, 2008 with a completion date of May 17, 2008. 
The Waste Treatment Plant Project is moving along with construction tentatively scheduled for sometime in July.  There will not be any  interruption in “service” to Summer Winds!

WHAT CLARK CABLE WANTS YOU TO KNOW

Due to the Summer Winds obsolete cable design, the entire cable infrastructure needs to be upgraded from the ground up. 

The upgrade will improve reception, allow for better service from Time Warner, Assure that Summer Winds Cable Infrastructure will be in compliance with modern standards, and it will prepare Summer Winds for the FCC federal law taking affect on February 17, 2009 This law requires all full-power television broadcast stations stop broadcasting in analog format and broadcast only in digital format. After February 17, 2009, you will be able to receive and view over-the-air digital programming with an analog TV only by purchasing a digital-to-analog set-top converter box.

Clark Cable Services has been contracted by Time Warner Cable, and is currently performing the installation. For many reasons this process has proved to be extremely difficult. Not enough cable conduits where initially built to service each unit and there is no design that shows where the existing conduits go. Adding new conduit on the interior, where the existing conduit lays is not feasible. Some of the cable pulls are over and 250 feet and with more than 5 bends typically found in each conduit, pulling the cable has often proved to be impossible. To remedy these problems Clark Cable Services has needed to cut holes in the ceilings of some units so that they can one, find the conduit path, and two, pull the cable. Clark Cable will patch any holes that they are required to make, and will make as few cuts as possible to complete the job properly.

Time Warner has agreed to pay for the replacement of 2 outlets per unit, the cost of adding any additional outlets will be the owner’s responsibility. Clark Cable Services will be happy to install any additional outlets that you may want. If you schedule the additional outlet installation with them now, or while they are still working on the Summer Winds project, Clark Cable Services will honor a discounted price of $280 an outlet or two outlets for $440. If additional outlets are requested after they complete the project, the price will be $300 each.

Any Units that already have additional outlets will be able to keep them. If an Owner finds that these pre-existing additional outlets are not working, or would like for Clark Cable Services to come and inspect them, please call A.B.
