UPDATE FROM THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
The Summer Winds Board of Directors held their first official meeting of the New Year on Saturday, January 7, 2012 in Ginger’s Café.
President Steve Bryant called the meeting to order at 9:10 am.  Directors in attendance were Bob Hunt, Wayne Schriever, Luther Griffin, Susan Maxwell and Tom Otto. Also present were Dale Williford, Executive Director and Brenda Zeigler, Office Manager.   Special guest was Nancy Boyle.

The Board began the meeting with a preliminary discussion regarding the formation of an Onsite Rental Company.    General discussion followed briefly at which time Nancy Boyle was introduced.  Nancy Boyle is an experienced operator of various rental companies and primary developer of Ocean Resorts and serves as a consultant.
Mrs. Boyle discussed the dramatic changes in the rental industry in the last two years.   After summarizing the changes within the industry, she noted that Emerald Isle Realty is the largest rental company on the island followed by Bluewater. Mrs. Boyle answered general questions from the various members and stated that an onsite rental company at Summer Winds should have high standards and be rated excellent with expectations that all Homeowners would be eager to be involved. Steve Bryant polled the directors regarding their opinions of an on site rental company.
All directors added positive comments but had concerns regarding financing.  Steve Bryant appointed Tom Otto as Chairman of the Rental Committee with Luther Griffin and Wayne Schriever to serve as committee members. He challenged the Rental Committee to “think outside of the box” regarding funding and establishment of a Rental Company and to report back at the next board meeting.  
Susan Maxwell, Secretary, presented the minutes from the October 22, 2011 Closed Organizational Meeting.  
The Treasurer’s report was given by Brenda Zeigler, Office Manager, and Bookkeeper.  She noted that there were not any significant entries in the financials.   

Steve Bryant updated the Board on the status of the WWTP legal documents and the Master Association.  He noted that a copy of the permit was included in each board members packet.  He advised the Board that Marvin Shearin resigned from the Master Association and that a replacement would be appointed by RBC.  
Dale Williford presented the Executive Director’s report.  She advised the Board that she and the Maintenance staff had tracked the chemical expenses for the last few years and after speaking to Conner Construction, she received a quote to convert the current system for the Indoor Pool to a salt treated system.  After discussion she gave a report updating the Board on various landscaping, maintenance and Security issues.
The Board addressed a letter from a Homeowner for guidance on the wind driven rain issue.  Luther Griffin suggested the Staff walk all the floors to see which items need to be caulked.  He also suggested SKA engineers be involved. 

The Board moved the next Board Meeting date from February 11th to February 4, 2012.  Dale also reminded the Directors that February 3, 2012 was Jack Goldstein’s 95th birthday.

This blockage must be cleaned out from the inside of your unit and is a homeowner responsibility. This blockage will affect the efficiency of the dryer, damage the dryer and become a fire safety issue! DOOR AND WINDOW PROJECT CONTINUES
Ward’s Waterproofing continues hard at work on the fourth and final phase of the door and window project. They started the project on September 26, 2011 and are currently working on the 14, 15 and 16 stacks.  The Traco manufacturer is behind schedule with the delivery of the hardware for the swing door. This has created a partial delay in the final completion of the installation process. Please know that once the interior construction is complete there is still work to be done on the exterior patio and balcony. Several layers of lath, stucco and paint have to be applied. You will also be receiving new uniformed exterior light fixtures. 

The SKA engineers will be doing random water testing of the units in stacks 17, 18 and 19 and then developing a punch list. If you find issues that are concerns to you please contact the HOA and we will inform the engineers as well as the contractors. YOU ARE REQUESTED TO PLEASE BE AS PATIENT AS POSSIBLE BECAUSE SOME CORRECTIONS REQUIRE THE ASSISTANCE OF OTHER SUB CONTRACTORS AND IT IS NOT ALWAYS COMPLETED AS QUICKLY AS YOU MAY LIKE! 
 You will continue to receive the SKA field reports to keep you informed of all the progress. If you do not receive emails and need information please contact our office.
FEBRUARY 6TH begins the next phase of the construction with stacks 13, 12 and 11 being under construction. Please have your condo ready for the contractors by 8am Monday, the 6TH of FEBRUARY. This phase is scheduled for completion on APRIL 27, 2012.
CONNER CONSTRUCTION RETURNS AGAIN TO SUMMER WINDS
The Board of Directors signed a contract with Conner Construction to return and do additional work on the property. The kiddie swimming pool has had the old fiberglass coating removed, a new coating applied and an additional drain added. All the sand filters for the outdoor and indoor pools have had the old sand removed and replaced with new. The week of February 6th through February 15th the indoor pool will be converted to a salt treatment from chlorine. This will be much more comfortable to swim in and in the course of time will save greatly on the cost of the chemicals. Additional deck work and other improvements will be made at this time. We apologize for this inconvenience but hopefully we can get this work completed before the rental season! Thank you for your cooperation and patience.
THE ANNUAL REVIEW WITH RSM MCGLADREY dated December 20, 2011 is complete and is available for review in the HOA. No plastic wrap, plastic grocery bags, 

motor oil or pesticide bottles, egg 

cartons or other plastics that are not a 

container.  No plastics # 3 or higher.

Remove lids and rinse bottle or jar 

clean.  Paper labels can stay on.  Place 

these in the bottom of the recycle bin 

or cart. 

MIXED PAPER

Office paper, computer paper, 

stationary, envelopes without plastic 

windows, junk mail, cereal boxes, 

detergent boxes and shoe boxes

Bundle (do not bag or tie).  OK to place 

in with clean glass, plastics and cans.

No paper with glue, wax or oil.  No 

catelogs, telephone books, reading 

books or manuals.  No Cardboard.

GLASS

All clear, brown and green glass 

beverage and food bottles and jars

NEWSPAPERS All newspapers and advertising inserts

Bundle (do not bag or tie) and place on 

top of the glass, plastic and cans in the 

recycle bin or cart.
