UPDATE FROM THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

The Board of Directors has been busy at work with closed meetings that were held in January and most recently March 12, 2011. There were several conference calls that were held during the month of February. Those in attendance at the March 12th meeting were Steve Bryant, Jim Seng, Susan Maxwell, Luther Griffin, Bob Hunt, and Neil Whitford, Attorney for Summer Winds. Both Dale Williford and Brenda Zeigler, staff members were present. 
After the regular business of approving the minutes, Treasurer’s report, Executive Director’s report and the Bookkeeper’s report, President Bryant turned the meeting over to Neil Whitford.  Mr. Whitford reviewed the legal documents that had been drawn up for the WWTP. Such documents included the Master Declaration of Covenants for the Master Association, Bylaws of the Master Association, Articles of Incorporation of the Master Association, Agreement between the parties and the Carteret County Health Department, Master Association Insurance, Lease of the WWTP and Amendment to the Development Agreement with Marvin Shearin.
Other business discussed included an update on the Door and Window Replacements in the “A” building.
Neil asked the Board to approve an amendment to the existing contract whereby they allow Steve Bryant and Chris Ayers to continue negotiations for the benefit of Summer Winds. 
Steve Bryant then called on Maintenance and Pool Committee Chairman, Luther Griffin for an update on the progress of the Committee’s suggested list of priorities. Luther stated that he was impressed with the progress that had been made in the last month. He also reminded the Board that there was an email address that had been set up for the convenience of the Homeowners who had suggestions for the staff. Luther also informed the Board that a contract had been let with a swimming pool contractor (recommended by the Aquatic engineer, Alan Hine). Due to changes in regulations from the State all pool fences will be replaced and major repairs will be made to the pools as needed. Plans also call for the installation of a ten person outdoor hot tub. More details on the hot tub and fence construction are included in the newsletter as well as a report from the Committee. Please note the minutes from the last Open Board meeting are included in this Newsletter!

NOTE: The guard house entrance gate has and remains in an upright position due to a worn out mother board. We are lucky that it can be repaired and we will not have to replace the entire gate system at this 
time—but it will be another two weeks before it will be completely repaired and functioning as normal! Gate code remains the same as they have for the last several years. Once all construction is complete these will be changed!
NEW LOOK FOR THE OLD PARKING PASSES COMING SOON!

The Board of Directors passed a new policy at the January 2011 meeting requiring all Summer Winds guests and renters to supply their name, address and tag number before entering the property. The new passes will be bright green for the visitor passes and bright yellow for the renter passes with the bottom portion available for the registration information. This part will be perforated and should be handed to the security guard or dropped in the drop box to be installed at the guard house. Rental management companies will be required to supply this information.

WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT
The new plant is now in full operation and has been inspected and approved by the STATE. The new fence has been installed and the hydro seeding has also been applied. The plant is currently being operated by the Don O’Mara of Hydrotech Environmental, LLC out of Emerald Isle. He is the operator and at this time will be working for the Master Association which is composed of members from the Summer Winds Board and the Nautical Club. This is necessary because an agreement with a public utility (such as AQUA) has not been reached. The cost involved is being split with the Nautical Club at this time. We do not have any time frame as to how long this plan will be in operation. Homeowners will be updated at the next open meeting which is scheduled for Sunday, May 22, 2011 at 1:00pm!
At this time the Nautical Club is connected but since there are no occupants there is no usage on that side.

WARD’S WATERPROOFING UPDATE ON PHASE III
TRACO in swing doors finally arrived the first week of February 2011. As luck would have it they did not send the correct cylinder that operates the lock. R. J. Ward contacted TRACO and after three weeks of denying this situation the TRACO engineer got involved and admitted that the cylinder was the incorrect mechanism and therefore the doors cannot lock properly! We are currently waiting for them to ship the correct parts. We continue to get the run around from them but the latest promise was that they would be shipped the end o March. Ward’s has secured all the new doors so there is no safety issue at this time. TRACO also failed to provide the correct measurements on the size of their door so there is a problem with the threshold area in front of the door. The threshold of the previous door was deeper than that of this TRACO door. Those of you who have carpet on the floor will not be able to have the existing carpet meet the threshold. If you have extra carpet you will need to get your 
carpet company to replace it for you or find another solution to this problem.

Summer Winds Board of Directors, Ward’s Waterproofing and Sutton-Kennerly and Associates regrets that we have had so many problems with this company but please remember you had a choice of the EFCO door or this TRACO door.

“Rotten Egg” odor in your water..?

Hydrogen Sulfide in our water supply is a common occurrence in Carteret County.  This odor is the by product of a sulfur bacteria (not harmful) that has formed in the water supply from the decaying plants, rocks, or soil in the aquifer.  The levels that we see in this area are below 2.0-3.0ppm and thus safe, but can pose a nuisance.  If you have noticed this odor in your home, please do not be alarmed, it is natural for the area.
It is possible that if water softening is utilized, then there may be a sort of “unveiling” of these naturally present bacteria.  Because the water molecule no longer contains damaging minerals, such as iron, calcium, and magnesium, the hydrogen sulfide component can be slightly unmasked.

If you believe the “rotten egg” odor is only present in the hot water, then this odor could be the result of the sacrificial anode that is present in 85%+ of all water heaters manufactured.  This anode is designed to prevent corrosive water from damaging the water heater and its components.  The normal fix for this situation is either a replacement anode made of aluminum/zinc, instead of the already present magnesium rod that is reacting with this dissolved sulfate in 
the water supply.  Or a complete removal of this rod. Although some manufacturers will void the warranty if the rod is removed, out experience has shown that with soft water, and a neutral Ph, then the need for the rod is completely diminished.

UPDATE FROM THE MAINTENANCE AND POOL COMMITTEE

January and February have been exciting months at Summer Winds. The board appointed a Maintenance Committee in December.  It began operation right after Christmas. One of the major accomplishments was to introduce a web site available to all Summer Winds Homeowners where they could make the Board and Maintenance Staff aware of items that you feel need attention. The web site address is swmaintenance1@gmail.com , all items sent to this address will be added to a potential work spreadsheet  maintained in the office. Dale and our Maintenance Staff will use this spreadsheet to address concerns and prioritize work. They have been using the list since mid January and we have seen many item listed addressed. Some of the larger items addressed are: repaint indoor pool, repair to the ramp to the sports club, a new rope border along the top of the dunes, pruning of shrubbery, repainting all of the rust stain spots on the building,  plus many others. The staff has been hard at work improving the appearance of Summer Winds. There remains much left to do and the committee encourages you to use the web site.

The board approved a contract in early March to have the outdoor pools repaired, new fences around the pools (a requirement of the health department) and a new 10 person hot tub installed in the general area where the old hot tub was located. 

IT IS TIME TO SPRING CLEAN AND SHAPE UP!

The Board of Directors heard several worthwhile suggestions from the Maintenance Committee and is alerting all Homeowners that effective immediately any Homeowner who has window screens that are torn or have frames that are damaged or corroded MUST repair the screens and or the frames. You will have until May 1, 2011 to make the repairs or replacements. After that date if the unsightly screens are still attached to your windows they will be removed and placed in your kitchen. They will no longer be allowed to remain as an eyesore.
The second item that is being addressed is uniform lightening over your walkway entrance. All entry lights must be standard and recessed in the ceiling. No exposed motion lights are allowed. We are in the process of installing uniform patio and balcony lights as the door and window project is done. Again, May 1, 2011 is the deadline for making the necessary changes!

WHO IS CONNER CONSTRUCTION AND WHEN ARE THEY COMING?
Conner Construction is a swimming pool contractor out of Cornelius, NC who was awarded the contract for the necessary pool repairs and the installation of the new ten person hot tub for the “A” pool. The pool committee selected this company with assistance from our Aquatic engineer, Alan Hine. Bid packages were mailed out to several companies along with the specs and plans that were drawn by Alan Hine. He is the engineer who was used to convert all of the 


Summer Winds anti suction devices two years ago in order to meet the State and Federal guidelines for the Virginia Graeme Baker Act.

Due to various changes in the fence regulations and the requirement that the kiddies pool has to fenced in within the main pool, Conner Construction will be replacing the fences, gates and locks for all three outdoor pools. The fences will be replaced in the exact same location and bronze in color. They will meet the new regulations 100% as well as all safety requirements. Plans call the work to start in early April with the”B” and “C” pools being addressed first and the “A” pool last. This is because the “B” and “C” pools have fewer repairs to be done and they can be refilled and chemically treated faster than the “A”. The “A” pool has more extensive repairs, and that is the location of the new 10 person hot tub. The Carteret County Health Department requires a maximum of 30 days from submission of the plans and specs to approve and permit the new hot tub. They were submitted to the Health Dept on March 11, 2011. PLEASE BE AWARE THAT THIS MEANS THAT THE “A” POOL WILL NOT OPEN UNTIL MID TO LATE MAY! WE HOPE TO HAVE THE OTHER POOLS OPEN BY EASTER! THE INDOOR POOL AND HOT TUB HAVE BEEN REPAIRED AND REOPENED MARCH 18, 2011!!  Thanks you as always for your cooperation and patience as we strive to make Summer Winds a safe, happy and attractive family resort!!
