*********THINGS YOU NEED TO REMEMBER*********
The Sports Complex hours of operation have been changed to the winter hours as follows:
Sunday through Thursday 8:00 am to 5:00 pm

Friday and Saturday 8 am to 9 pm.
The Security hours have been changed to the winter schedule as follows: 
Security comes in at 4 pm to 6 am Monday through Friday and on Saturday and Sundays the schedule is 8 am to 8 pm and 8 pm to 8 am each day. Please remember to always notify security of your arrival and departure dates by calling 252-247-2160.

Some of the questions asked at the Annual Meeting concerned the Waste Industries trash schedule and recycling schedules.

The current schedule allows for the three building compactors to be emptied once a week on Fridays. The eight cubic yard dumpster located at the boat and trailer area is also emptied on Fridays. The recyclable container is emptied on Wednesdays. Waste Industries is also in the process of removing each of the compactors one at a time and taking them into their shop for yearly maintenance and painting. So do not panic if the compactor has been replaced by a regular dumpster—it will be back soon! Waste Industries has asked that we remind all Homeowners that only household trash and debris should be placed in the compactors. NEVER DISPOSE OF APPLIANCES, PAINT, LAWN CHAIRS, TENTS, TIRES OR REMODELING/CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS!
ALL OLD APPLIANCES SHOULD BE REMOVED BY THE COMPANY REPLACING SUCH FOR YOU. IF YOU HAVE QUESTIONS PLEASE CONTACT OUR OFFICE FOR ASSISTANCE.

Cold weather is not far away so prepare now for the winter heating season and get your Condo ready. It still may be warm outside, but it is not too early to get ready. Remember last winter we had below freezing temperatures in November and snow in February!  You should have an inspection of your coils to determine if they need to be cleaned and an inspection of the duct work to insure proper delivery of the conditioned air. This is the responsibility of each homeowner and you are free to contact the service company of your choice. Make sure all windows are tightly closed and locked. Caulk and weather strip doors and windows with air leaks.
Once the cold weather arrives, you can save money by following some of these tips:

· Keep your thermostat at 68 degrees. Carteret Craven Electric Cooperative tells us that for every degree above or below 68 degrees, your heating bill could change 3 to 5 percent

· Clean or replace your filters once a month or as needed as well as your warm-air registers. 
· Turn off kitchen, bath and other ventilating fans after you use them—CCEC notes that in one hour these fans can pull out a condo full of conditioned air.

· Keep draperies and shades open on the south facing windows during the heating season to allow sunlight to enter your condo- but close them at night.

· If you are not here in the winter time you should set your thermostat on at least 58 to 60 degrees to keep your pipes from freezing in the extreme weather!  Last year the staff of Summer Winds went into the condos in November when the week of freezing weather arrived early and surprised us all! IT WILL NOT BE POSSIBLE FOR US TO DO THIS AGAIN THIS YEAR SO PLEASE MAKE YOUR PLANS AHEAD OF TIME TO PROPERLY WINTERIZE YOUR CONDO!
The maintenance staff continues to replace (free of charge) broken outside dryer vents. In the process of doing so they have noticed that there are a great deal of dryer vents that are full of lint and are backed up. This blockage will affect the efficiency of the dryer and could damage your dryer. It is also a big fire hazard. If you cannot clean the duct work out there are several companies that are in the business of doing this. Please contact our office if you interested in receiving that information!

DOOR AND WINDOW PROJECT RESUMES

Ward’s Waterproofing is hard at work on the fourth and final phase of the door and window project. They started the project on September 26, 2011 and are currently on schedule. They have notified the HOA that the TRACO swing door will not arrive until December 15th - so this will delay the final installation of each swing door. We had this same problem last year with the company but they assure us that all the doors will arrive at that time. Therefore the only stacks that will be affected will be the 19, 18, and 17 stacks that are receiving the TRACO swing door. Wards will leave your condo ready for you to move back into but where the door should be they will board the opening up and secure it until the new arrives and can be installed. You should be able to go back in to your condo and paint and replace your belongings except in the area of that door. Completion date for these units is November 25th barring any unforeseen problems or inclement weather. You will continue to receive the SKA field reports to keep you informed or if you do not receive emails please contact our office.
NOVEMBER 28TH begins the next phase of the construction with stacks 16, 15 and 14 being under construction. Please have your condo ready for the contractors by 8am Monday, the 28th. This phase is scheduled for completion on February 3, 2012.
FEBRUARY 6, 2012 is the proposed start date of the last stacks—13, 12, and 11. Completion date is approximately April 27, 2012.

CONNER CONSTRUCTION TO RETURN TO SUMMER WINDS… OUTDOOR HOT TUB CLOSES NOVEMBER 28TH
The Board of Directors has signed a contract with Conner Construction to return and do additional work on the property. The kiddie swimming pool will have the old fiberglass coating removed, a new coating applied and an additional drain will be added. All the sand filters for the outdoor and indoor pools will have the old sand removed and replaced with new. Other repairs and replacements will be made to the pools and hot tubs at the same time. This work is scheduled to start Monday, November 14th and will take approximately two weeks until completion
This requires that the pools will be drained and closed for the season. The “B” and “C” pools will be the first ones to have this work done. The “A” pool will be closed for the season once it is drained and the filters are repaired. We hope to try and keep the outdoor hot tub open through Thanksgiving weekend but it will close on November 28th due to the door and window construction that will be going on directly in front of it. A cover is planned for the new outdoor hot tub!
